Clergy Corner

Spring is upon us and hope and anticipation are in the
air. Snow has melted away (hopefully) and the gloomy
weather is behind us. Nature will soon bloom with new
life. Flowers and trees will fill the landscape with
beauty. What appeared dead will once again come to
life.

Easter season has similar characteristics as spring. In-
deed the feast day of Easter was originally a pagan
celebration of renewal and rebirth. Celebrated in the
early spring, it honored the pagan Saxon goddess Eas-
tre. Just as spring is a time of renewal and rebirth,
Easter reminds us of the new life in the risen Lord. We
are reminded that we are sons and daughters of the
risen Christ. We have been re-born by Christ’s death
and resurrection. We have received new life in Christ.
We have been reconciled with God and the chasm that
was created by the sin of our ancestors Adam and Eve
has been bridged. Indeed we are now a new creation.

Easter also reminds us that we are bearers of the good
news of the risen Christ. We are the light for others in
the world. Just as Christ is the light to the world we too
share in that mission of being light to the world. By
Christ’s resurrection darkness has been driven away.

John in his letter writes: “This is the message we have
heard from him and declare to you: God is light; in him
there is no darkness at all. If we claim to have fellow-
ship with him yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do
not live by the truth. But if we walk in the light, as he is
in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and
the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin”. I
JOHN 1:5-7.

We are people of hope. We are people of light and we
are called to walk in the light and be in fellowship with
one another. The task for us is to keep that light and
hope alive. We are called not only to renew ourselves
but also to go out and renew the world.

Perhaps some of you reading this article are asking how
\VVC are supposed to walk in the light and renew the
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world. Well, Jesus himself showed us the way. He
gave us the power and the tools to do just that.

We read in John 20: 20-22 where Jesus commis-
sions his disciples and gives them the necessary
tools to fulfill the mission. “On the evening of that
first day of the week, when the disciples were to-
gether, with the doors locked for fear of the Jews,
Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace
be with you!" After he said this, he showed them
his hands and side. The disciples were overjoyed
when they saw the Lord. Again Jesus said, "Peace
be with you! As the Father has sent me, [ am send-
ing you." And with that he breathed on them and
said, "Receive the Holy Spirit”.

Yes Jesus has given us a mission. He has breathed
on us and given us his spirit to continue his mis-
sion. Jesus has showed us the way. In many of his
post resurrection appearances we see him doing
simple thing such as eating with his disciples. He
“broke bread” with his disciples. As always,
sharing a meal is an act of intimacy and love.
Sharing a meal can break barriers. Sharing a
meal can create communities. Sharing can
truly manifest God’s presence and love.
Sharing a meal can bring that hope and light
to those still in darkness and hopelessness.
Sharing a meal can manifest Jesus more than
sermons and preaching can do. Indeed the
disciples knew Him by the breaking of the
